• The winner will be selected at the sole discretion of the DDA Secretary.   

• Nominations are encouraged. 

• No self-nominations will be accepted. 

• Nominations should include the following information: 

� Number of years nominee has served agriculture 

� Particular fields of agriculture in which nominee has been active 

� Summary of accomplishments and contributions to agriculture Local in scope 

� Summary of accomplishments and contributions to agriculture State in scope 

� Other honors received by nominee 
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
