The Delaware Forest Service will select a winner from each county in the following three 

categories: Kindergarten, Grades 1-2, and Grades 3-4. From these county winners, one overall 

state winner will be chosen. Students can win a $50 U.S. Savings Bond, a holly tree, and a tree 

ceremony at their school.  Winning posters will also be displayed on the state forestry website.  
 

The winning 5th grade poster will go on to represent Delaware in the National Arbor Day 

Poster Contest, in which the winner gets a $1,000 savings bond plus an all-expense-paid trip to 

the National Award Weekend in Nebraska! 

  

The Delaware Forest Service will honor the poster contest winners, their parents, and teachers 

at the State Arbor Day Ceremony on April 25, 2008. This year’s ceremony will be held at the 

Blackbird State Forest education center and will include the opening of a new arboretum.
