Following interview of the riders involved and 
based on video evidence, the Stewards disqualified the #3, from First and placed it second behind 
the #2 who was moved up from second to first.  Jockeys Carol Cedeno and Ricardo Chiappe will be   
required to attend the video review for this race on  September 24, 2016.
