As a 
result of the video evidence,  Mr. Chiappe was issued a seven-day suspension for careless 
riding.

#6, coming in at the quarter pole intimidating and impeding the #6 and causing him to stop 
riding and steady his horse.  After interviewing the riders involved and based on the video 
evidence, the Stewards determined that no action was necessary and made the race official.  
No Inquiry was called into the running of this race. Jockeys Alex Cintron and Ashley 
Castrenze are required to attend the video review for this race on September 26, 2016.   #2, 
“Roseinthe Thicket,” and #7, “Bustin Gold,” were vet scratches.  #8, “Dancin Debbie,” was 
selected for a blood gas test.
