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Four families inducted into Delaware Century Farm Program
Rebecca Sheppard, U D Associate Director of Center for Historic Architecture & Design spoke

Four Delaware farms, each owned by the same family for one hundred years or more, were honored as Century
Farms today by the Delaware Department of Agriculture (DDA). The twenty-third Century Farms Awards
ceremony was held at the T. S. Smith and Sons farm in Bridgeville, Delaware. The DDA Planning Section
presents Century Farm awards to landowners who can document that their land has been farmed by the same
family for at least 100 years. Farms must include at least 10 acres of the original parcel, or gross over $10,000
annually from the sale of agricultural products in order to qualify for the program. To date, including today’s
honorees, Delaware has 114 farms enrolled in the Century Farms Program, which was begun in 1987.

Rebecca Sheppard, U D Associate Director of Center for Historic Architecture & Design, was the featured
speaker during the ceremony. Sheppard said, “People have farmed here in Delaware for more than 350 years—
until the mid-20th century it remained the most common occupation in the state. But in the past 60 years, it has
been increasingly threatened as a way of life. Between 1900 and 2000, the number of acres in agricultural use in
Delaware dropped from more than 1 million to only 560,000, a decrease of 47 percent. At the same time, the
number of farms dropped by almost 75 percent, from 9,700 to 2,600. Fortunately, Delawareans developed a
number of ways to preserve and honor our farming history. We preserve farm land through the Delaware Aglands
Preservation program, recognizing the landscapes of farming; we preserve buildings through the National
Register of Historic Places; we preserve farming technology through the Delaware Agricultural Museum and
Village. The Century Farm Program is special because it preserves the stories of farm families who have
occupied particular places for more than one hundred years. Each Delaware farm family has made different
choices and decisions about how to remain competitive and the Century Farm program celebrates those stories.
Today we are celebrating the stories of the Hill, Mears, and Smith families.”

Hill family farm, Milford Hundred, Kent County:

e Mr. Marvin Hill and Mrs. Tina Hill received the Century Farm
Award and the Historic Structures Award.

e George I. Hill the great, great grandfather of Mr. Marvin Hill
purchased the original 66 acre farm from the Robbins family in
1910 for $4,200.00.

e In 1953 Lawrence Hill grandfather of Mr. Marvin Hill obtained
life-time rights to farm.

e Benton and Jean Hill the parents of Marvin Hill became owners of
the family farm in 1962.

e In 2002 Mrs. Jean Hill became sole owner of the farm, and
recently the family farm passed to Mr. and Mrs. Marvin Hill on the
death of Mr. Hill’s mother, Jean.

e Currently the farm is tilled by Marvin Hill and his son Keith Hill.

Keith is the fifth generation of the family to farm the land.

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e There are various structures on this family farm; the farmhouse, smokehouse, granary, front shed/shop,
original barn — all built in late 1800’s.

1. The granary was used to store sweet potatoes that were grown on the farm.

2. The Barn housed a dairy herd until the late 1950s and hogs in the 70’s and 80’s.

3. On the corner of the farm sits three greenhouses and a produce market that Marvin and Tin Hill began
in 1996. They grow bedding and vegetable plants, herbs, and potted plants, as well as sell produce
grown by local farmers. The market is run mostly by family including their daughter, Wendy.

e The Hill family resides on the back part of the farm. The farmhouse will become home to Keith Hill, the 5"
generation to reside in the family farmhouse.

Rodney G. Mears family farm, Dagsboro Hundred, Sussex

County:

e Mr. and Mrs. Rodney Mears received the Century Farm Award.

e The original 107 acre parcel was purchased in 1888 from
William S. Johnson by Ananias D. Mears Great-Grandfather to
the present owner, for $15.32 per acre.

e David H. Mears, Grandfather to the present owner obtained the
farm in 1927, and then James Brooks Mears, Sr., father to the
present owner received the farm in 1979.

e In 2009 James B. Mears and his brother Rodney Mears received
the family farm in joint ownership.

e In November 2009 the family farm was formally split between
the two brothers. Now, Rodney Mears owns 31 acres of the
Mears family farm.

e The Mears family has lived on these 31 acres for the past 122 years.

James B. Mears, Jr. family farm, Dagsboro Hundred, Sussex

County:

e Mr. and Mrs. James Mears received the Century Farm Award.

e The original 107 acre parcel was purchased in 1888 from
William S. Johnson by Ananias D. Mears Great-Grandfather to
the present owner, for $15.32 per acre.

e David H. Mears, Grandfather to the present owner obtained the
farm in 1927, and then James Brooks Mears, Sr., father to the
present owner received the farm in 1979.

e In 2009 James B. Mears and his brother Rodney Mears received
the family farm in joint ownership.

e In November 2009 the family farm was formally split between
the two brothers. Now James Mears, Jr. owns 17.95 acres of the
Mears family farm.

e The James Mears, Jr. family farm over the years has produced
corn, soybeans, hay, some vegetables. Cattle, hogs, goats,

horses, chickens were also raised on the farm. The farm now

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T. S. Smith family farm, Nanticoke Hundred, Sussex County:

e Mr. Charles Walton Smith, Jr., Mr. Thomas Sterling Smith, Mr.
Charles Walton Smith, 11l and Mr. Matthew Wingate Smith
received the Century Farm Award and the Historic Structures
Award.

e Thomas Sterling Smith, Grandfather and Great-Grandfather to
the present owners purchased 46 acres of the farm from Fred B.
Willey in June of 1907 for $5,000.00. He then purchased 120
acres of the farm in 1910 from Oscar L Layton for $32.72 per
acre.

e In 1922 ownership passed to Charles Walton Smith, Sr., and to
Robert Dawson Smith, Sr.

e In 1965 the ownership passed to Charles Walton Smith, Jr. and
to Robert Dawson Smith, Jr.

e Thomas Sterling Smith, Charles Walton Smith, 11l and Matthew
Wingate Smith now each own a 1/3" share of the family farm.

e There are four historic structures on the farm:

e At the present time this 103-year old family farm produces apples, peaches, asparagus, nectarines,
strawberries, cucumbers, tomatoes, soybeans, sweet corn, field corn, lima beans, pumpkins, cantaloupes, and
water melons.

e Chickens were also raised on the farm.

Following the award presentations, the Hon. Joe Booth, the Hon. Ruth Briggs-King, the Hon. William “Bobby”
Outten, the Hon. Robert Venables, the Hon. Robert “Bob” Walls, and the Hon. David Wilson, read tributes to the
families from the House of Representatives and the Senate:

In closing remarks, Ed Kee, Delaware Secretary of Agriculture, thanked everyone who made today a success and,
said, “What a privilege and pleasure to hold this job and work with the Century Farm Program. I am committed
to continuing our work to keep Delaware agriculture profitable so these more than 100 year farms can become
200 year farms in these dedicated families. Farm families like the ones here today are the backbone of Delaware
agriculture.”
