At 11:30 a.m. the Stewards met with all of the riders in the Jockey’s quarters and reviewed 

racing etiquette, expectations, and Delaware rules.

FIRST RACE – POST TIME – 1:15 pm. OFF TIME – 1:17 pm.  #1a, Dazzlin Dr. 

Cologne,” was scratched as part of a same-owner entry.  #7, “St John’s Gospel,” was a vet 

scratch.  ORDER OF FINISH – “1 - 5 - 2 - 3.” #6, “Northpoint Costas,” was pulled up at 

the top of the stretch.  Associate Commission Veterinarian Kathleen Picciano examined the 

horse and diagnosed that it had sustained fractured sesamoids.   Due to the catastrophic 

injury, Dr. Picciano euthanized the horse.  Post mortem report to follow.    

 

SECOND RACE – POST TIME – 1:45 pm. OFF TIME – 1:46 pm.  ORDER OF 

FINISH – “4 - 5 - 7 - 2.”  The rider on the #8, “Harley’s Wiseguy,” Mr. Osvaldo Vargas, 

was changed to Mr. Gregorio Rivera at the request of the trainer. 

 

THIRD RACE – POST TIME – 2:15 pm. OFF TIME – 2:16 pm.  #7, “Wilqueen,” was 

selected for a blood gas test.  We scratched #7, “Wilqueen,” after we received a call from 

Chief Commission Veterinarian, John Peters, reporting that the horse was over the limit of 

total base excess levels. The ABL-710 instrument reported test results of 13.5 and 13.6 for 

the first tested sample.  We ordered Dr. Peters to extract an additional sample for testing.  

That sample result was 13.4.  The base excess level limit for Salix horses is 12.4.   ORDER 

OF FINISH – “5 - 6 - 2 - 1.” 
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FOURTH RACE – POST TIME – 2:45 pm. OFF TIME – 2:49 pm.  #1, Go Yankees,” 

was scratched as part of a same-owner entry.  ORDER OF FINISH – “4 - 2 - 8 - 5.”   #10, 

“Mr. Commissioner,” was claimed by Midwest Thoroughbreds Inc – Jamie Ness.  The owner 

and trainer that claimed the #10, “Mr. Commissioner,” requested a one hundred and seventy 

five dollar ($175.00) all inclusive special test.    

  

FIFTH RACE – POST TIME – 3:15 pm. OFF TIME – 3:16 pm.  ORDER OF FINISH – 

“7 - 2 - 5 - 6.”  We ordered #3, “Got Wings,” to be blood gas tested after the trainer, Ms 

Wendy Uhacz’s horse in the third race, #7, “Wilqueen,” tested over the limit for blood gas.  

We scratched #3, “Got Wings,” after we received a call from Chief Commission Veterinarian 

John Peters reporting that the horse was over the limit of total base excess levels of 13.0 and 

13.6 for the tested sample, which is over the 12.4 allowable for Salix horses.  

 

SIXTH RACE – POST TIME – 3:45 pm. OFF TIME – 3:48 pm.  #5, “Crimson Pride,” 

was selected for a blood gas test.  ORDER OF FINISH – “4 - 3 - 1 - 6.”  

 

SEVENTH RACE – POST TIME – 4:15 pm. OFF TIME – 4:16 pm.  #1, Ebony Street,” 

was scratched as the horse was treated with Salix due to an error.  The error occurred when a 

Salix treatment slip was mistakenly filled out by the Salix office personnel for the horse.  The 

Salix veterinarian, Dr. Susan Botts treated the horse, with the assistant trainer, Mr. Louis 

Albertrani holding the horse, who did not inform the treating vet the horse was not on Salix.  

#7, “Critical Alert,” was scratched by the racing office to re-enter.  #8, “Rock On Thelma,” 

was selected for a blood gas test.  ORDER OF FINISH – “3 - 5 - 4 - 6.”  We had a six 

minute tote delay in making this race official. 

 

EIGHTH RACE – THE WINTER MELODY OVERNIGHT STAKES - POST TIME – 

4:45 pm. OFF TIME – 4:48 pm.  We cancelled Superfecta wagering for this race as we were 

below six betting interests. #5, “Bahama Bound,” and #7, “Ms Vanenzza,” were scratched as 

this is a stakes race.  The rider on the #3, “Zesty Brew,” Mr. William Otero was changed to 

Mr. Dana Whitney by the trainer.  ORDER OF FINISH – “4 - 1 - 6 - 2.” 

 

NINTH RACE – ARABIANS - POST TIME – 5:15 pm. OFF TIME – 5:16 pm.  #1a, 

“Thistle Dew,” was scratched as part of a same-owner entry.  #6, “Explosive Heat MHF,” 

was selected for a blood gas test.  The rider on the #2, “Richly Kept,” Mr. Alex Cintron was 

changed to Mr. Falah Bugheniam by the trainer.  ORDER OF FINISH – “6 - 3 - 4 - 1.” A 

claim in for the #4, “Litle Bit,” by Quarter Moon Ranch – Scott Powell was “VOID” as the 

claimed horse’s name was spelled incorrectly.  The claim blank had the name spelled “Little 

Bit,” however, the correct spelling was “Litle Bit.”
