Chief State Steward, Jack Houghton Jr. met with trainer Mr. Juan Vazquez at the test barn, 
sending his split sample to the Iowa State University Veterinary Diagnostic Laboratory. 
 
By order of the Stewards, Chief Commission Veterinarian John Peters, collected samples for 
out of competition testing on five of trainer Mr. Vazquez’s horses.

FIRST RACE – POST TIME – 1:15 pm. OFF TIME – 1:16 pm.  The rider on the #5, 
“Royal Trace,” Mr. Omar Hernandez was changed to Mr. Yomar Orlando Ortiz; no double 
jocks mount.   The rider on the #7, “Am So Happy,” Mr. Malcolm Franklin was changed to 
Mr. Brian Pedroza; no double jocks mount.  #4, “The Admiral’sflank,” and #8, “D’ Smarty 
Cat,” were vet scratches.  #1, “Reckless Runner,” was selected for a blood gas test.  ORDER 
OF FINISH – “1 - 3 - 2 - 7.” 
 
SECOND RACE – POST TIME – 1:45 pm. OFF TIME – 1:46 pm.  ORDER OF 
FINISH – “2 - 4 - 5 - 3.” 
 
THIRD RACE – POST TIME – 2:15 pm. OFF TIME – 2:16 pm.  ORDER OF FINISH – 
“1 - 4 - 6 - 3.” 
  
FOURTH RACE – POST TIME – 2:45 pm. OFF TIME – 2:49 pm. The rider on the #1a, 
“Cabaret Cowboy,” Mr. Brian Pedroza, was changed to Mr. Alex Cintron, as Mr. Pedroza is 
on the other half of the same-owner entry; no double jocks mount.  #5, “Ravens Luck,” was 
vet scratch.  #1, “Sting Boy,” was selected for a blood gas test.  ORDER OF FINISH – “3 - 
8 - 2 - 6.”    
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FIFTH RACE – ON THE TURF - POST TIME – 3:15 pm. OFF TIME – 3:17 pm.  #1, 
“Shameless,” was scratched as part of a same owner entry.  #8, “Riveting,” was scratched as 
the horse ran yesterday at Parx in the 6th race.  A hearing notice will be sent to the trainer Mr. 
Anthony Dutrow.  ORDER OF FINISH – “6 - 10 - 2 - 3.”   
 
SIXTH RACE – POST TIME – 3:45 pm. OFF TIME – 3:46 pm.  #1, “Runnin Da 
Fences,” was scratched as part of a same owner entry.  #4, “Knocked Out,” was selected for a 
blood gas test.  ORDER OF FINISH – “1a - 3 - 8 - 5.”   
 
SEVENTH RACE – POST TIME – 4:15 pm. OFF TIME – 4:16 pm.  The rider on the #1, 
“Next Level,” Mr. Xavier Perez was changed to Mr. Joshua Navarro; no double jocks mount.  
#6, “Lost Resolve,” was a vet scratch.  #1, “Just a Wildflower,” was scratched in the post 
parade for not warming up well, upon recommendation by Associate Commission Veterinarian, 
Kathleen Picciano.   ORDER OF FINISH – “3 - 4 - 7 - 2.”  
 
EIGHTH RACE – ON THE TURF - POST TIME – 4:45 pm. OFF TIME – 4:49 pm.  
The rider on the #1, “Next Level,” Mr. Xavier Perez was changed to Mr. Joshua Navarro; no 
double jocks mount.  #7, “One Hot Toddy,” was a vet scratch.  #9, “And Why Not,” was 
scratched as a main-track only.  #8, “Princess Minerva,” who was ridden by Jeremy Rose was 
eased, pulling up after the race. “Princess Minerva,” was examined by Associate Commission 
Veterinarian, Kathleen Picciano, who diagnosed the horse’s condition as being sore.  Dr. 
Picciano requested the horse ambulance transport and return the horse to its stall.  ORDER OF 
FINISH – “4 - 5 - 6 - 12.” 
 
NINTH RACE – ARABIANS - POST TIME – 5:15 pm. OFF TIME – 5:16 pm.  #3, 
“Uncorked,” was a vet scratch.  #4, “Md Sugar and Spice,” was selected for a blood gas test.  
We canceled Superfecta wagering for this race as we were below six betting interests.
