SECOND RACE – ON THE TURF - POST TIME – 1:45 p.m. OFF TIME – 1:46 p.m.  

#6, “Shanfield,” was a vet scratch.  ORDER OF FINISH – “1 - 8 - 3 - 7.”  Starters - 9 

 

THIRD RACE – POST TIME – 2:15 p.m. OFF TIME – 2:15 p.m.  #7, “Chuckie’s 

Honor,” was selected for a blood gas test.  ORDER OF FINISH – “4 - 1 - 5 - 6.”  Starters -

FOURTH RACE – POST TIME – 2:45 p.m. OFF TIME – 2:47 p.m.  #9, 

“Lookoutforlove,” was selected for a blood gas test.  ORDER OF FINISH – “8 - 6 - 1 - 7.”

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FIFTH RACE – ON THE TURF - POST TIME – 3:15 p.m. OFF TIME – 3:20 p.m.  #6, 

“Schlossed,” was a vet scratch.  #5, “Uncle Todd,” and #11, “Code Name Noah,” were 

scratched by the racing office to re-enter.  #4, “Rich Hero,” was selected for a blood gas test.  
#1, “Worthy Wager,” was scratched in the post parade for being off in the right front, upon 

recommendation by Associate Commission Veterinarian, Jane Teichner. INQUIRY START – 

The #8, “L. C. Sleepy,” was moving throwing his head when the starter started race, rearing 

up breaking very slow. The rider of the #2 Christopher DeCarlo informed us that the horse 

threw his head to the side just as the starter started the race and then the horse reared up 

breaking very slow. ORDER OF FINISH – “2 - 10 - 9 - 4.”  Starters - 7   

 

SIXTH RACE – POST TIME – 3:50 p.m. OFF TIME – 3:52 p.m.  Robert Paz, the 

scheduled rider on the #3, “Robin des Concorde,” was changed to Yamil Rosario; no double 

jocks mount.  The #1, “Amadorable,” Joe Rocco Jr.: started moving just as the starter started the 

race breaking slow.  ORDER OF FINISH – “5 - 1 - 7 - 4.”  Starters - 7   

 

SEVENTH RACE – ON THE TURF - “THE KENT STAKES (Grade III)” - POST 

TIME – 4:20 p.m. OFF TIME – 4:25 p.m.  #11, “King Kreesa,” was scratched as this is a 

stake race.  All horses are to be blood gas tested for this race.  ORDER OF FINISH – “9 - 

10 - 5 - 3.”  Starters - 10  
 

EIGHTH RACE –- POST TIME – 4:51 p.m. OFF TIME – 4:56 p.m.  #6, “He’s a Gman,” 

was a vet scratch.  #8, “Set to Go,” Jose Caraballo was a late scratch, as he unseated the rider 

in the post parade running off about three-quarters of a mile before being caught by the 

outriders.  The rider Mr. Caraballo was uninjured when he was unseated.  ORDER OF 

FINISH – “2 - 5 - 4 - 1.” Starters - 6 

 

NINTH RACE – ARABIANS - POST TIME – 5:21 p.m. OFF TIME – 5:22 p.m.  #4, 

“Miss Paradise,” was selected for a blood gas test.  ORDER OF FINISH – “5 - 2 - 6 - 3.”
