The #1 horse 

was attended by Dr. Kathleen Picciano, who placed the horse’s injured right leg in a Kimzey 

Brace.  The injured horse was thereafter removed from the racing surface via horse 

ambulance.

“Ethelred” and #9, “Dinny Dinosaur,” were scratched as main-track only.   #2, “Political 

Courage” and #7, “Mega Boom,” were scratched as this race is off the turf.  This race was 

taken off the turf at nine-minutes to post time, due to heavy rains.  The main track was
