SECOND  RACE – POST TIME – 1:46 p.m. OFF TIME – 1:47 p.m.  INQUIRY AT 

THE START – The #8, “Etar,” with rider Victor Carrasco hopped out of the gate, breaking 

slowly. The Stewards saw no reason to take any action.  ORDER OF FINISH – “5 - 2 - 3 - 

4.”  Starters - 8 
 

THIRD RACE – ON THE TURF - POST TIME – 2:17 p.m. OFF TIME – 2:20 p.m. #8, 

“Detector” and #9, “The Shermanator,” were vet scratches.  ORDER OF FINISH – “4 - 3 - 

1 - 5.”  Starters - 7 
  

FOURTH  RACE – POST TIME – 2:47 p.m. OFF TIME – 2:48 p.m.  Eric Valles, the 

scheduled rider on the #2, “Mandoob,” was changed to Abel Castellano Jr.  #7, “Hunter Jak,” 

was a vet scratch.  #4, “Graced,” was selected for a blood gas test.  #4, “Graced,” was 

claimed by C and B Stables – Charles Frock.  ORDER OF FINISH – “4 - 3 - 1 - 8.”

FIFTH  RACE – POST TIME – 3:18 p.m. OFF TIME – 3:19 p.m.  #1, “Chocolate 

Drops,” was a vet scratch.  #7, “Roll Your Eyes,” was scratched as the horse was late for 

Salix administration.    ORDER OF FINISH – “3 - 6 - 2 - 4.”  Starters - 6   

 

SIXTH  RACE – POST TIME – 3:46 p.m. OFF TIME – 3:47 p.m.  #5, “Baltic Storm,” 

was a vet scratch.  #7, “Quite a Vengeance,” was selected for a blood gas test.  ORDER OF 

FINISH – “4 - 3 - 6 - 1.”  Starters - 6   
 

SEVENTH  RACE – POST TIME – 4:15 p.m. OFF TIME – 4:16 p.m.  ORDER OF 

FINISH – “6 - 5 - 1 - 3.”  Starters - 6  
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EIGHTH  RACE – ON THE TURF - POST TIME – 4:45 p.m. OFF TIME – 4:55 p.m.  

#8, “Presidental Colors,” was scratched as a main-track only.  #4, “Moonstock,” was selected 

for a blood gas test.  #3, “Tropic Sea,” got loose at the starting gate and sustained a laceration 

on its rear leg while jumping the railing to the infield.  The outriders quickly captured the 

horse and returned it to the gate where it was examined by Commission Veterinarian, Jane 

Teichner.  Due to the injury of “Tropic Sea,” Dr. Teichner recommended that the horse be 

scratched.   INQUIRY IN THE STRETCH – A hold was placed on this race by the trainer 

of the #2, “Gottalovethedrake,” Timothy Tullock. The rider of the #2 Victor Carrasco did not 

put a hold on the race, but did claim foul after talking to the trainer.  It looked like the #6 and 

#2 were going for the same spot, with the #1, drifting out in front of them forcing the #6 and 

the #2 to brush in the stretch.  The Stewards saw no reason to take any action.  ORDER OF 

FINISH – “6 - 1 - 4 - 12.” Starters - 10
