TOP OF STRETCH — The #5, “Rowdy Ria,” ridden by Alex Cintron clipped the heels of
the #8, “Duck Duck Goose,”’ridden by Brian Pedroza. Jockey Cintron was unseated as a
result of the accident. “Rowdy Ria” was thereafter caught by the outriders and was
determined to be uninjured. Consequently, the #8, “Duck Duck Goose” was disqualified
from fifth and placed last for drifting in and causing interference at the top of the stretch.
Alex Cintron was examined by E.M.T. Amy Trowbridge, and signed a refusal of treatment form
to continue riding.
