Approved scratches for today, reviewed and filed veterinarian daily treatment sheets, and blood
gas test results.

Equine Forensic Drug Testing:

Post-race test results from Dalare Associates for September 11, and September 12, September 14,
and September 16, 2013 were all clear with the following exceptions:

Sample #D-8909 retained from the horse, “ATLANTIS MOON” which ran in the 9t race on
September 12, 2013, tested positive excessive levels of “testosterone,” in the amount of 3.62
picograms per milliliter of plasma, with a cutoff of 100 picograms. Commission Inspector Swift
conducted a barn search of trainer Heather Hollahan regarding the positive test. Inspection of the
barn and tack rooms assigned to trainer Hollahan revealed ‘“Phenylbutazone” pills. An interview
of subject’s veterinarian, Dr. Benitez, was also conducted. Subsequently, trainer Hollahan
contacted the Stewards and will be coming in Monday, September 23, 2013 to discuss her
options.

Sample #D-8946 retained from the horse, “Warrioroftheroses” from the 9 race on September 14,
2013 is currently on hold by the laboratory for further testing. Sample #D-8925 retained from the
horse, “War Prospector” from the 10t race on September 14, 2013 is also on hold by the
laboratory for further testing

After reviewing the films and talking to the riders
involved, the #3, came in down the backstretch crowding the #2. Consequently, the #3, was
disqualified from first and placed second, behind the #2, who was moved up from second to first.
