FIRST RACE – POST TIME – 1:15 p.m. OFF TIME – 1:16 p.m.  #4, 

“Peaceluvncupcakes,” was selected for a blood gas test.  ORDER OF FINISH – “3 - 5 - 4 - 

2.”  Starters - 5 
 

SECOND RACE – POST TIME – 1:45 p.m. OFF TIME – 1:46 p.m.  Javier Santiago, the 

rider on the #4, “Fancy Runner,” was changed to Joshua Navarro; no double jocks mount.  

Luis Belmonte, the rider on the #8, “Fiore Dicampo,” was changed to Martin Solis; no 

double jocks mount. #6, “Dreaming of Jazz,” was claimed by William Maslanka Jr. and John 

Muscolini Jr. - Ronald Martino.  We experienced a ten-minute tote delay in making this race 

official, due to the importation of Superfecta wagering pools.  ORDER OF FINISH – “7 - 6 

- 2 - 1.”  Starters - 8 
 

THIRD RACE – POST TIME – 2:15 p.m. OFF TIME – 2:16 p.m.  #10, “Class Wish,” 

was selected for a blood gas test.  ORDER OF FINISH – “7 - 2 - 5 - 9.”  Starters - 10 

  

FOURTH RACE – POST TIME – 2:45 p.m. OFF TIME – 2:47 p.m.  #4, 

“Forgetthefantasy,” was a vet scratch.  #5, “K C Kacey,” was selected for a blood gas test.  

ORDER OF FINISH – “2b - 6 - 2 – 1a - 5.”  Starters - 8    
  

FIFTH RACE – POST TIME – 3:15 p.m. OFF TIME – 3:16 p.m.  #1a, “A Cut Ahead,” 

was scratched as part of a same-owner entry.  ORDER OF FINISH – “6 - 5 - 4 - 3.”  

Starters - 6   
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SIXTH RACE – POST TIME – 3:45 p.m. OFF TIME – 3:46 p.m.  #5, “Tiniebla,” was a 

vet scratch.  #8, “Barbara’s Beauty,” was scratched by the Stewards, as the horse is ineligible 

for the race conditions.  #7, “Bluebrass Belle,” was selected for a blood gas test.  ORDER 

OF FINISH – “3 - 1 - 9 - 2.”  Starters - 7   
 

SEVENTH RACE – POST TIME – 4:15 p.m. OFF TIME – 4:16 p.m. Javier Santiago, the 

rider on the #6, “Debit Card,” was changed to Christian Santiago Reyes; no double jocks 

mount.  #5, “Everybody’s Daddy,” was a vet scratch.  We canceled Superfecta wagering for 

this race, as we were below six betting interests.  #2, “Nofinacingneeded,” was claimed by 

Larry E. Rabold – Shelliane Brown.  INQUIRY AT THE START – The rider of the #4, 

Ohnonotagain,” Daniel Centeno, lost his left stirrup at the start.  When he tried to get his foot 

back in the stirrup the horse started getting out, so he removed his right foot from the stirrup 

to keep his balance and control the horse.  The Stewards saw no reason to take any action, 

making the race official.  ORDER OF FINISH – “3 - 2 - 6 - 1.”  Starters - 5
