Mr. Cartagena was fined the sum 
of $2.500, and suspended for a period of two years.  The Stewards also referred this matter 
before the Commission for any further action they deem appropriate. 
 
We issued a ruling on Tuesday, May 29, 2014, fining trainer Carla Morgan $500.00, for 
failure to have the foal papers on file in the racing office for the horse “Rock on Thelma” on 
Wednesday, May 28, 2014, necessitating a late scratch.
