FIRST RACE – POST TIME – 1:15 p.m. OFF TIME – 1:16 p.m.  #5, “Biohazzard,” was 
scratched due to track conditions.  #3, “Fulton Street,” was selected for a blood gas test . 
After a three-way shake, #4, “Tiger Distinction,” was claimed by Kieron Magee – Owner 
Trainer.  During the race, the rider of the #1, “Silent Tap,” Jomar Ortega,  hit the rail with his 
left foot while trying to go through on the inside of the #2 at the three-eighths pole.  After 
dismounting at the seven-eighths pole, Mr. Ortega’s foot was assessed by the EMT Amy 
Trowbridge, who had Mr. Ortega transported to the hospital for evaluation and treatment.

SECOND RACE – OFF THE TURF - POST TIME – 1:45 p.m. OFF TIME – 1:51 p.m.  
Jomar Ortega the scheduled rider on the #5, “Sloneker’s Star,” was changed to Michael 
Cleere; no double jocks mount.  We had a six minute delay to the start of this race, waiting 
for the racing surface ambulance to return from transferring Mr. Ortega to a transport 
ambulance.

THIRD RACE – POST TIME – 2:17 p.m. OFF TIME – 2:17 p.m.  #3, “Tinder Lord,” was 
selected for a blood gas test.  #3, “Tinder Lord,” pulled up lame after the race at the seven-
eight’s pole.  The #3 was examined by Associate Commission Veterinarian Richard Brown 
who informed the Stewards the #3 had re-bowed.  Dr. Brown requested the horse ambulance 
transport the equine to its stall.  The rider Martin Solis was not injured, as he had dismounted 
the horse without mishap.

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FOURTH RACE – POST TIME – 2:45 p.m. OFF TIME – 2:46 p.m.  #1, “River Tale,” 
was scratched as part of a same-owner entry.  #4, “Lust for Diamonds,” and #5, “Dreaming 
of Leah,” were scratched due to track conditions.   #6, “Tide Is High,” was a vet scratch.  #2, 
“What’s Fair,” was selected for a blood gas test.  We canceled Trifecta, Superfecta, and 
Show wagering for this race as we were below five betting interests.
