Equine Forensic Drug Testing: 
  
Post-race test results from L.G.C. Science revealed the following: 
 

• LGC Science reported on their certificate of analysis for post-race test sample #50581, 
taken from the horse “Penny’s Chime” which ran in the 6th race on Wednesday, August 
27, 2014, contained “Triamcinolone Acetonide,” in the amount of 124 picograms per 
milliliter of plasma. The trainer of record, Randy Nunley, was informed of the laboratory 
finding by the Stewards.  DTRC Inspector’s Swift and Delaney conducted a barn 
inspection of Trainer Nunley’s assigned area. Results of the inspection revealed no 
prohibited items. Mr. Nunley was informed of his right to a split sample.

Dr. Teichner requested the horse 
ambulance to transport the horse from the racing surface; the #7 horse was humanely 
destroyed later at the barn. The rider Erasmo Martinez was uninjured, as he had dismounted 
the horse.
