Approved scratches for today, reviewed and filed veterinarian daily treatment sheets and 
blood gas test results.  
 
FIRST RACE – POST TIME – 1:15 p.m. OFF TIME – 1:16 p.m.  Maria Remedio,  
scheduled to ride #4, “Street Car,” was changed to David Amiss; no double jocks mount.  #2, 
“Inflation Target,” was scratched by the Stewards as the horse was ineligible for the race 
conditions.  #3, “Time for Spring,” was a vet scratch.  We canceled Superfecta wagering for 
this race as we were below six betting interests.

SECOND RACE – ON THE TURF - POST TIME – 1:45 p.m. OFF TIME – 1:48 p.m.  
INQUIRY COMING OUT OF THE CHUTE ON THE TURF COURSE – The #6, 
“Subpoena,” appeared to clip heels coming out of the chute on the turf course, unseating its 
rider, Victor Carrasco.  After reviewing the films of the race, the Stewards saw no reason to 
take any action and made the race official.  Jockey Carrasco was transported to hospital for 
further evaluation.  #1, “Silver Uno,” was a vet scratch.  #2, “Proud Vixen,” was scratched as 
a main-track only.

THIRD RACE – POST TIME – 2:18 p.m. OFF TIME – 2:20 p.m.  Victor Carrasco,  
scheduled to ride #1, “Bird Tap,” was changed to Carol Cedeno; no double jocks mount.  
Andry Blanco named on #5, “Rick’s Boy,” was changed to Angel Castillo; no double jocks 
mount.  #7, “Alex’s Way,” was scratched by its trainer.  #1, “Bird Tap,” was selected for a 
pre-race blood gas test. 
ORDER OF FINISH – “1 - 5 - 4 - 2.”  Starters - 6 
  
FOURTH RACE – ON THE TURF - POST TIME – 2:47 p.m. OFF TIME – 2:50 p.m.  
Victor Carrasco, scheduled to ride #1, “Holiday Wishes,” was changed to Scott Spieth; no 
double jocks mount.  #3, “Honor the Madonna,” was scratched as a main-track only.  #10, 
“Christiansted,” #11, “Sky Burn,” #12, “Archarella,” #13, “Broad Causeway,” and #14, 
“Miss Coco,” were scratched by the racing office to re-enter.  #5, “Hessie’s Girl,” was 
selected for a pre-race blood gas test. #9, “This Was Your Ring,” was getting out the entire 
race and did not finish.

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FIFTH RACE – POST TIME – 3:17 p.m. OFF TIME – 3:20 p.m.  Victor Carrasco named  
#7, “Homeboykris,” was changed to Trevor McCarthy; no double jocks mount.  #1, 
“Presiding Justice,” was scratched as part of a same-owner entry.   Commission Veterinarian 
Richard Brown recommended to the Stewards that the #6, “Greek Warrior,” be scratched as 
the horse was not warming up well during the post parade.

SIXTH RACE – ON THE TURF - POST TIME – 3:48 p.m. OFF TIME – 3:50 p.m.  
Darius Thorpe, scheduled to ride #1, “Holly Trick,” was changed to Ever Argueta; no double 
jocks mount.  #5, “Git ‘Er Dun Kirk,” was a vet scratch.  #9, “Work It Out,” #11, 
“Aesthetique,” and #12, “Hummingbird,” were scratched as alternates.  INQUIRY AT THE 
START – The #10, “Garnisheed Wages,” kicked just as the race started and got its hind leg 
over the back door of the gate.  Note that there was no gate malfunction or human 
interference into the start.  After talking to the starter and reviewing the films of the incident 
and race, the Stewards saw no reason to take any action and made the race official.  #8, 
“Barcaza,” was selected for a pre-race blood gas test.
