OFF TIME – 1:16 p.m.  #7, “Dream for Life,” 
was a vet scratch. #2, “Double Dinnermint,” was selected for a Stewards special test. 
ORDER OF FINISH – “1 - 6 - 3 - 5.”  Starters - 6 
 
SECOND RACE – POST TIME – 1:46 p.m. OFF TIME – 1:47 p.m.  Trevor McCarthy, 
named on #3, “Tappinintovictory,” was changed to Daniel Centeno; no double jocks mount.  
Andrew Wolfsont, scheduled to ride #5, “Dilatory,” was changed to Abel Castellano Jr.; no 
double jocks mount.  #6, “Jessethemarine,” was selected for a pre-race blood gas test.  #3, 
“Tappinintovictoy,” was claimed by Steven Derany & John Rigattieri - John Rigattieri.  #6, 
“Jessethemarine,” was claimed by Midwest Thoroughbreds Inc. – Jamie Ness. The 
connections that claimed the #6, “Jessethemarine,” requested a $113.00 all inclusive special 
test.

“Security Check,” were scratched as alternates.   #4, “Balqaa,” was selected for a pre-race 
blood gas test.

SEVENTH RACE – ON THE TURF - POST TIME – 4:15 p.m. OFF TIME – 4:18 p.m.  
Horacio Karamanos, named on #1, “Oxford Street,” was changed to Abel Castellano Jr.; no 
double jocks mount.  Sheldon Russell, scheduled to ride #3, “Incisive Strike,” was changed 
to Jevian Toledo; no double jocks mount.  #2, “Dreaming of Andy A,” was scratched as a 
main-track only.  #9, “East Indies,” was scratched by the racing office.  #10, “School 
House,” #12, “Capital Fellow,” #13, “Harlington Night,” and #14, “Here’s Johnny,” were 
scratched as alternates.  #4, “Balino,” was selected for a pre-race blood gas test.  #7, 
“Caribbean Storm,” was claimed by Midwest Thoroughbreds Inc. – Jamie Ness.  The 
successful claimants requested a $113.00  all-inclusive special test. 
ORDER OF FINISH – “3 - 5 - 11 - 7.”  Starters - 8  
 
EIGHTH RACE – POST TIME – 4:48 p.m. OFF TIME – 4:48 p.m. #5, “Risky Or Not,” 
was a vet scratch.  We canceled Superfecta wagering for this race as we were below six 
betting interests. 
ORDER OF FINISH – “6 – 1a - 1 – 2 - 3.” Starters - 6 
 
NINTH RACE – POST TIME – 5:15 p.m. OFF TIME – 5:19 p.m.  #6, “Grand Mast,” was 
selected for a pre-race blood gas test.  INQUIRY SHORTLY AFTER THE START - The 
#6, “Grand Mast,” ridden by Mario Rodriguez ducked in and then ducked out for no apparent 
reason shortly after the start.  The Stewards saw no reason to take any action and made the 
race official.  #1, “Fantasmagorico,” stumbled at the start.
