ORDER OF FINISH – “3 - 4 - 1 - 5.”  Starters - 7 
 
SECOND RACE – POST TIME – 1:45 p.m. OFF TIME – 1:45 p.m.  #1, 
“Dreamingoffirst,” was scratched by its trainer as the horse is stabled at Parx. 
ORDER OF FINISH – “7 - 2 - 3 - 5.”  Starters - 6

the horse was off in the left front.  Consequently, the horse was removed from the racing 
surface via horse ambulance.  #3, “Five Shadwell,” turned its head just as the race started  
breaking slowly.

INQUIRY AT 
THE START – The #2, “Lady Con Con,” broke out at the start, with the rider Ever Argueta 
then pulling back on the horse’s mouth causing the horse to throw its head up.  #4, “Precious 
Franca,” was selected for a pre-race blood gas test.  #3, “Briar Mojo,” was claimed by Hugh 
Robertson – Campbell Wilson.

Dreams,” with rider Angel Serpa against the #2, “Truly a Champ,” with rider Vicente Gudiel, 
for coming in and forcing him to take hold of his horse. After talking to the riders involved 
and reviewing the films of the race,  the #2, “Truly a Champ,” was disqualified from second 
and placed seventh for coming in at the three-eighths pole forcing the #5 to take up on his 
horse.  The #5 was moved up to 6th from seventh.  #6, “Keep It Pithy,” was selected for a 
pre-race blood gas test.  #1, “Jessethemarine,” was claimed by Juan Arriagada – Anthony 
Pecoraro.
